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Booth Western Art Museum Wins 

 Museum Exhibition of the Year

CARTERSVILLE, Ga. – The Booth Western Art Museum’s exhibit Western American Art South of the Sweet Tea Line was named the 2005 Museum Exhibit of the Year by the Georgia Association of Museums and Galleries (GAMAG). The award was announced at GAMAG’s Annual Luncheon on January 30, 2006 in Albany, Georgia.

Western American Art South of the Sweet Tea Line was on display at the Booth Museum June 16 – September 11, 2005. The exhibition featured more than 80 works of art from 36 different lenders, both public and private, from around the Southeast. 

The artwork featured in the exhibition was found in corporate collections, world-class art museums, fine arts centers, refined urban living rooms and suburban living rooms, all South of the “Sweet Tea Line.”  The “Sweet Tea Line,” also know as the Mason-Dixon Line, is the boundary below which one must ask for un-sweet tea or risk receiving a glass full of sugar.

The exhibition was created by James Burns, Director of Curatorial Services at the Booth Museum. The idea for the exhibit grew out the Museum’s tagline - visit the West without Leaving the South.  Among the many pieces on display were works by Karl Bodmer, Albert Bierstadt, Frederic Remington, Joseph Henry Sharp, Ken Riley, Dave McGary and Deborah Butterfield. The art spanned more than 170 years of the American West, beginning in the mid 19th century and running through the turn of the 21st century.
