
Driver/Shotgun Positions - 
The person that sits here is 
known as the whip and the 
guard is known as the  
shotgun. 
 
Curtains - They rolled down 
to protect the passengers 
from rain, mud, dust and  
cold weather.  
 
Front Boot - Leather  
compartment under the 
driver’s seat in which the 
Wells Fargo treasure box  
(full of gold, silver, etc.)  
was kept for safe keeping.  
 
Rear Boot - Leather storage 
compartment which was  
larger and held passenger 
baggage and express items.  
 
Wheels - The hub was made 
from elm, spokes of oak,  
and the rim of hickory.  
 
Throughbraces -  
The multi-layered leather 
straps of thick ox hide or steer 
hide supported the coach 
body and were the shock  
absorbers of the coach  
and gave a swaying  
motion to the coach. 
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
